Modems

Modems allow computers on a network to exchange information. A modem translates computer information into a
form that can transmit over telephone lines. The receiving modem translates the information it receives into a
form the computer can understand. Modems use existing telephone lines to transfer information. By using
telephone lines, two computer devices can exchange information across vast distances.
