Topic- Time

Points to remember-
1) The time from 12o’clock mid-night to 12o’clock noon is called (a.m.)
2) The time from 12o’clock noon to 12o’clock mid-night is called(p.m.)
3) A.M. stands for before noon or Ante Meridian.
4) P.M. stands for after noon or Post Meridian.
5) To convert months into days we multiply the number of months by 30.
6) To convert days into hours we multiply the number of days by 24.
7) To convert hours into minutes we multiply number of hours by 60.
8) To convert minutes into seconds we multiply the number of minutes by 60.
9) Time is not measured only by days, hours and minutes, but also by weeks, months and years.
10) Some months have 30 days, some have 31 days and February has 28\29 days.
11) All weeks have 7 days but the length of all months and years is not same.
12) All years have 365 days but a leap year has 366 days. This extra day is included in the month of February.
