A question arises that why do we need 

clothes?



We need clothes for three reasons:

• Clothes protect us from heat, 

cold and rain.

• They make us look attractive and 

smart.

• They tell us the kind of work a person does.

CLOTHES ACCORDING TO AGE

We wear clothes according to our age. A six 

month old child wears a different dress than 

an old man. A baby wears baby suits, nappies, 

bibs etc.



A young boy wears shorts, T-shirt etc.

A young girl wears frocks, tunic etc.



A young man wears pant, shirt, tie etc.

A woman wears saree, salwar, 

kameez, trousers etc.

An old man wears loose/comfortable 

clothes.



CLOTHES ACCORDING TO TRADITION/PLACE

People in different parts of our country wear different 

clothes.





People living in different countries wear their traditional 

dresses.





CLOTHES ACCORDING TO SEASON

• Summer Season

It is very hot in summer. People prefer 

to wear light and loose clothes. They wear 

cotton clothes. These clothes absorb sweat 

and keep the body cool. 



• Rainy Season

In rainy season, people prefer to wear 

such clothes which are waterproof. People 

wear raincoats and gumboots, to keep 

themselves dry in the rain.



• Winter Season

It is very cold in winter. People wear 

such clothes which keep their body warm. 

They wear woollen clothes during winter.



CLOTHES ACCORDING TO OCCUPATION

People who do special jobs wear different clothes. These 

clothes are called uniform. Uniform is the mark of their 

identification.





CLOTHES ACCORDING TO OCCASIONS

We wear colourful traditional 

dresses on special occasions like 

weddings and festivals.

We wear formal clothes in 

parties.



HOW CLOTHES ARE MADE?

Clothes are made from thin threads called fibres. These 

fibres are natural as well as man-made. Let us learn about the 

sources of fibres.



Cotton

Cotton is a natural fibre. We get cotton from cotton plants. 

Cotton is made into thread by machines and then these threads 

are woven into cloth.





Wool

Wool is also a natural fibre. We get wool from sheep, camel 

and other similar animals. 

The wool is cut, cleaned, washed and dried. It is then spun 

into threads. The threads are knitted into woollen clothes like 

sweaters, socks etc.





Silk

Silk is again a natural fibre. We get silk from silkworms. It is 

the secretion from the mouth of the worm. It wraps around the 

body of the worm. These are called cocoons. The cocoons are 

boiled and threads are rolled. These threads are then woven 

into cloth.





Nylon

Nylon is a man-made fibre. 

Clothes made of these fibres are durable.

They are made in factories.

We wear clothes to cover our bodies and also to look smart. 

We should wear only such clothes which suit us.



• People who weave cloth from threads are called Weavers.

• Silkworms are reared for silk and this rearing is called 

Sericulture.
