Whatis a Paragraph
A paragraph is a short piece of writing that consists of a number of sentences written on one topic or one

idea. These sentences are arranged in a systematic manner. A paragraph is a short composition complete
initself.

Features of a Good Paragraph

> Unity : A paragraph should deal with only one thought or idea so that readers get an idea of the

themeright atthe beginning of the paragraph.
> Connectivity : The sentencesin a paragraph should be well-connected.
> Few Ideas: A paragraph mayinclude a few ideas related to the central theme.
> Conclusion : The last sentence should be impressive. It should be written in such a manner that it

brings a proper sense of conclusion and closes the paragraph.
