Introduction to Database

Database:-A database is a collection of information that is organized so
that it can easily be accessed, managed, and updated. In computing,
databases are sometimes classified according to their organizational
approach. The most prev alent approach is the relational database, a
tabular database in which data is defined so that it can be reorganized
and accessed in a number of different ways. A distributed database is
one that can be dispersed or replicated among different pointsin a
network. An object-oriented programming database is one that is
congruent with the data defined in object classes and subclasses.

Relational database

A relational database is a collection of data items organized as a set of
formally-described tables from which data can be accessed or
reassembled in many different ways without having to reorganize the
database tables. The relational database was invented by E. F.
Codd atIBM in 1970.

The standard user and application program interface to a relational
database is the structured query language (SQL). SQL statements are
used both for interactive queries for information from a relational
database and for gathering data for reports.
