❖ Skills are the abilities and expertise that enable an 
individual to perform tasks and roles effectively.  

❖ They are typically divided into two main categories: hard 
skills and soft skills. 

Categories of Skills 

1. Hard Skills 

Definition: 

❖ These are specific, teachable abilities that can be defined 

and measured, such as writing, reading, math, or the

Programming languages (e.g., Python, Java), technical 
certifications (e.g., Microsoft Certified Systems 
Engineer), data analysis, foreign language proficiency, 
and machinery operation. 



 

 

2. Soft Skills 

Definition: 

❖ These are interpersonal and behavioral skills that help you 

interact effectively with others.  

❖ They are less tangible and harder to quantify than hard

1. Communication Skills 

Meaning: 

❖ The ability to convey information effectively and 

efficiently, both verbally and in writing.

2. Leadership Skills
